In my examination of my conscience I could never believe anything that came out of me because as I said many times when a personal story predicates the truth you are talking about a lie .The only stories that make a liar is the stories that tell about him. However a myth which is generated across the ages contains an unmistakable truth. Jesus Christ is love. To explain how this works I’ve pasted 1 John.
Testing the Spirits

1 John 4:1 Dear friends, do not believe every spirit,1 but test2 the spirits3 to determine4 if they are from God, because many false prophets5 have gone out into the world. 4:2 By this6 you know the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesses7 Jesus as the Christ8 who has come in the flesh is from God, 4:3 but9 every spirit that does not confess10 Jesus11 is not from God, and this is the spirit12 of the antichrist, which you have heard is coming, and now is already in the world.

4:4 You are from God, little children, and have conquered them,13 because the one who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world. 4:5 They are from the world; therefore they speak from the world’s perspective and the world listens to them. 4:6 We are from God; the person who knows God listens to us, but14 whoever is not from God does not listen to us. By this15 we know the Spirit of truth and the spirit of deceit.16
God is Love

4:7 Dear friends, let us love one another, because17 love is from God, and everyone who loves18 has been fathered19 by God and knows God. 4:8 The person who does not love does not know God, because God is love.20 4:9 By this21 the love of God22 is revealed in us:23 that God has sent his one and only24 Son into the world so that we may live through him. 4:10 In this25 is love: not that26 we have loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the atoning sacrifice27 for our sins.


The actual test for me in my miserable condition is whether the spirit puts me before God. As strange as that sounds I become like a god expounding my own truths when I’m in a schizophrenic reverie. The  position I mapped out as I said was that it’s a lie if it tells about me. When I promote God in my life I never lie but I test my ability to believe. This is fascinating to me because its so easy to believe what’s in my delirium.


It’s my delirium that puts me square face against the Anti-Christ. I find myself exchanging values that are so bizarre and worldly that even a song by the Rolling Stones bring back memories of how I wrote it. In a way the Ant-Christ is testing me but I know

There was already a desire by my generation to be a famous rock and roll presence and the Anti-Christ is just enumerating it. God is the spirit of truth not deceit. He would never foment such outrageous lies in order to deceive us. If we know where these explanations come from we know we can devil-out or demon it. 


The  test as described by the gospel according to John is if the spirit knows Jesus. The  positions I took in my machinations seems enervating to a cause a united and believable Republic of Ireland ,but why? Even if I minored in revolution and majored in Electronics the fascination in the torture and fighting was too morose to be done for historical invective. People who live ordinary lives like my Mother weigh hazards more risky and self-effacing just to get by and they do it in the name of Jesus.
                    Where do I stop and say a prayer before I contemplate an aberration. It’s increasingly clear to me that a lot of the shit I hold is already out of me and stinking up my life. What I like to hold up as a test is whether I, not the spirit, come from God. To explain this phenomenon I would like to refer you to the second part of this Gospel God is love.

Explanations of how right or how good we are do not measure up to the veracity of the delusion until we ask where its coming from. I’ve said in the past that I can discount it if it comes from me but lets look at John’s strategy. ‘The love of God is revealed in us that God has sent his only living son.’ God has sent Christ to help us find the truth and the word, love and contentment. In a way the disciple John is doing a backdoor maneuver from retrieving us from the devils grasp. In our attempt to distinguish the Anti- Christ from good spirits we must be able to love as Christ loved us

 . 4:10 In this25 is love: not that26 we have loved God, but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the atoning sacrifice27 for our sins.
The actual rule of thumb for discernment is whether we can love or be loved in return.
