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Dieing Unto Christ:

If I die onto Christ there must be some great reward given to one who is also redeemed, and there is. My reward is that I am immensely more valuable than when I just put my sin offering on the cross. I can be very blunt and say no money (love) has been exchanged in either my redemption or my crucifixion but look at the quotes from the Bible that I have amassed on different aspects of the crucifixion. The love of Christ is resilient and I’m tripping over the procedure to get it. It was Christ who enjoined me to this mission when he asked me to pick up my cross and follow him Mark: 8 (I thought he said just pick up the cross and leave it somewhere).
            The following quotes from the Bible fortify my testimony of being crucified to Christ and are interspersed with commentary in red.
 Galations 5:
Now those who belong to Christ45 have crucified the flesh46 with its passions47 and desires. 5:25 If we live by the Spirit, let us also behave in accordance with48 the Spirit. 5:26 Let us not become conceited,49 provoking50 one another, being jealous51 of one another

Colossians 2:

20 If you have died with Christ to the elemental spirits41 of the world, why do you submit to them as though you lived in the world? 2:21 “Do not handle! Do not taste! Do not touch!” 2:22 These are all destined to perish with use, founded as they are42 on human commands and teachings.43 2:23 Even though they have the appearance of wisdom44 with their self-imposed worship and false humility45 achieved by an46 unsparing treatment of the body – a wisdom with no true value – they in reality result in fleshly indulgence.47
I’ve gone over Colossians 2 with a fine tooth comb and what it seems to argue against is 
The stoic tradition of Greek and Roman cultures that used discipline as an unsparing
 Treatment of the body for  un-godly aims. 
II Corinthians 13:

13:4 For indeed he was crucified by reason of weakness, but he lives because of God’s power. For we also are weak in him, but we will live together with him, because of God’s power toward you. 13:5 Put yourselves to the test to see if you are in the faith; examine yourselves! Or do you not recognize regarding yourselves that Jesus Christ is in you – Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 6:9 We know6 that since Christ has been raised from the dead, he is never going to die7 again; death no longer has mastery over him. We know that3 our old man was crucified with him so that the body of sin would no longer dominate us,4 so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin. 6:
Clear Ambition (The Beatitudes) follows after the above an companion passage to
 Roman 6: I just want to show the verisimilitudes of this message in the gospels.
          People who are just for justice sake get the kingdom of heaven.  As simple as that
 sounds we are all just if we justify ourselves to God and everything else is fluff. Those
 who suffer persecution for justice sake are living the lives we all live but in an extended
 way are suffering Christ crucifixion and are entitled to the kingdom of heaven
Let us live a new Life: Romans 6:3 

3 Or do you not know that as many as were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 6:4 Therefore we have been buried with him through baptism into death, in order that just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too may live a new life.1
6:5 For if we have become united with him in the likeness of his death, we will certainly also be united in the likeness of his resurrection.2 6:6 We know that3 our old man(old self) was crucified with him so that the body of sin would no longer dominate us,4 so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin. 6:7 (For someone who has died has been freed from sin.)5
6:8 Now if we died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 6:9 We know6 that since Christ has been raised from the dead, he is never going to die7 again; death no longer has mastery over him. 6:10 For the death he died, he died to sin once for all, but the life he lives, he lives to God. 6:11 So you too consider yourselves8 dead to sin, but9 alive to God in Christ Jesus

The implication in this passage is Christ gives us life. But look how does he administers life. He acts like a God who’s also a savior giving life to people who are dead in sin. In My case I die onto Jesus and receive the life of Christ. A life I got without actually Dieing .In my religion Christ died for my sins and I am supremely humbled by his Performance.

Hebrew 9: And so he is the mediator19 of a new covenant, so that those who are called may receive the eternal inheritance he has promised,20 since he died21 to set them free from the violations committed under the first covenant. 9:16 For where there is a will, the death of the one who made it must be proven.22 9:17 For a will takes effect only at death, since it carries no force while the one who made it is alive. 9:18 So even the first covenant was inaugurated with blood.23 9:19 For when Moses had spoken every command to all the people according to the law, he took the blood of calves and goats with water and scarlet wool and hyssop and sprinkled both the book itself and all the people, 9:20 and said, “This is the blood of the covenant that God has commanded you to keep.”24 9:21 And both the tabernacle and all the utensils of worship he likewise sprinkled with blood. 9:22 Indeed according to the law almost everything was purified with blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness. 9:23 So it was necessary for the sketches25 of the things in heaven to be purified with these sacrifices,26 but the heavenly things themselves required27 better sacrifices than these. 9:24 For Christ did not enter a sanctuary made with hands – the representation28 of the true sanctuary29 – but into heaven itself, and he appears now in God’s presence for us. 9:25 And he did not enter to offer30 himself again and again, the way the high priest enters the sanctuary year after year with blood that is not his own, 9:26 for then he would have had to suffer again and again since the foundation of the world. But now he has appeared once for all at the consummation of the ages to put away sin by his sacrifice. 9:27 And just as people31 are appointed to die once, and then to face judgment,32 9:28 so also, after Christ was offered once to bear the sins of many,33 to those who eagerly await him he will appear a second time, not to bear sin34 but to bring salvation
           The Mechanics of Christ’s crucifixion are worked out in this Hebrew passage so
 that you can’t fail to see the lineage of God’s sacrifice. What it means to me his 
Crucifixion was to be once and final. When I Die onto Christ I’m dieing onto that
 Sacrifice many centuries ago. The prescribed path is to take up your cross and carry it. It 
is not to anticipate death but to anticipate Christ. As a metaphysical point I may never
 experience death but a new life in Christ
.

Collossians:

Keep thinking about things above, not things on the earth, 3:3 for you have died and your life is hidden with Christ in God. 3:4 When Christ (who is your1 life) appears, then you too will be revealed in glory with him. 3:5 So put to death whatever in your nature belongs to the earth:2 sexual immorality, impurity, shameful passion,3 evil desire, and greed which is idolatry. 3:6

In the last quote I stroke a resonant cord of reason for my ambition to crucify the flesh

I can’t sensibly leave a sensual world without bollixing up my passions and creating even

A more sensual sin but I can stop the Idolatry of evil desire. This, of course, is not 

Idolizing or putting importance on things of comfort or the flesh.
