He asked the first, ‘How much do you owe my master?’ 16:6 The man17 replied, ‘A hundred measures18 of olive oil.’ The manager19 said to him, ‘Take your bill, sit down quickly, and write fifty.’20 16:7 Then he said to another, ‘And how much do you owe?’ The second man21 replied, ‘A hundred measures22 of wheat.’ The manager23 said to him, ‘Take your bill, and write eighty.’24 16:8 The25 master commended the dishonest26 manager because he acted shrewdly.27 For the people28 of this world are more shrewd in dealing with their contemporaries29 than the people30 of light. 16:9 And I tell you, make friends for yourselves by how you use worldly wealth,31 so that when it runs out you will be welcomed32 into the eternal homes.33

He gave them authority over the unclean spirits.10 6:8 He instructed them to take nothing for the journey except a staff11 – no bread, no bag,12 no money in their belts – 6:9 and to put on sandals but not to wear two tunics.13 6:10 He said to them, “Wherever you enter a house, stay there14 until you leave the area. 6:11 If a place will not welcome you or listen to you, as you go out from there, shake the dust off15 your feet as a testimony against them.” 6:12 So16 they went out and preached that all should repent. 6:13 They cast out many demons and anointed many sick people with oil and healed them
